


Derwent London lead on two schemes at Paddington 
Waterside. At 2 Eastbourne Terrace (see 3B on map)  
Derwent London spearheaded the redevelopment of Telstar, 
a 105,000 sq ft high specification office building over eight 
floors, occupied by Rio Tinto. The architects for the building 
were Fletcher Priest.

At North Wharf Road Derwent London secured planning 
consent in January 2008 for a mixed-use canalside scheme 

at 55-65 North Wharf Road (see 3A on map). The proposals 
include two buildings, a 16 storey 240,000 sq ft office  
building and a 100 unit residential block (with 16 units for 
affordable housing) with two ground floor retail units totalling 
2,900 sq ft. The scheme, designed by Fletcher Priest, creates 
new public access to the towpath and a pedestrian link to 
Bishop's Bridge Road.

Land Securities, the UK’s leading real estate investment trust, 
is leading the transformation of Eastbourne Terrace. Half its 
portfolio is in London, where it owns many landmark buildings 
such as the Piccadilly Lights and Westminster City Hall, and is 
developing some of the capital’s most innovative mixed-use 
schemes through large scale regeneration projects in Victoria, 
the West End, Southbank, Mid-town and the City.

Eastbourne Terrace. Land Securities have refurbished both  
10 (see 4A on map) and 40 (see 4D on map) Eastbourne 
Terrace (67,000 sq ft and 82,000 sq ft respectively) and are 
on site with refurbishment of 30 (see 4C on map) Eastbourne 
Terrace (48,000 sq ft) designed by architects Fletcher Priest. 
The plans create exciting schemes that enhance Paddington 
and contribute further to the regeneration of the area.

The Triangle site, immediately to the north of Paddington 
Station, is owned by Hammerson UK Properties and 
Domaine Developments. The site has capacity for a primarily 
commercial scheme with access from Bishop’s Bridge Road, 
Paddington Station and the canalside.

The site is currently safeguarded for Crossrail, to enable the 
creation of taxi access to Paddington Station from Bishop’s 
Bridge Road.

Crossrail, the largest addition to the transport network in 
London and the South East for more than 50 years, completed 

its Parliamentary process with the Crossrail Bill receiving Royal 
Assent on 22 July 2008. It is now a Parliamentary Act.

Following the Prime Minister's announcement in October 
2007 that a £15.9bn funding package had been secured for 
the construction of Crossrail, Parliamentary approval of the 
Bill means that the project is on track to be operational for 
passengers in 2017. It will mean more capacity and faster 
journey times, as well as at least a £20bn boost to the wider  
UK economy.

The Crossrail Act grants powers to acquire land and for 

Crossrail to be built and maintained. Enabling works will take 
place during 2009, with main construction works set to begin 
in 2010.

The Department for Transport has made an Order to appoint 
Cross London Rail Links (CLRL) the Nominated Undertaker for 
the Crossrail works. The Order, which transfers to CLRL the 
powers to gain the necessary consents and build the railway, 
was made under the powers of the Crossrail Act.

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The redevelopment of Paddington Basin will create over 2 
million sq ft of offices, homes, shops and leisure facilities. 
European Land and Property has already completed The 
Point (224,000 sq ft), designed by Terry Farrell and Partners 
and Waterside (240,000 sq ft), designed by Richard Rogers 
Partnership, home to Marks & Spencer. Paddington Walk, 
located on the former Hermitage Street and designed by 
Munkenbeck & Marshall, was European Land's first residential 
scheme at Paddington Basin. Completed in 2005 the building 
provides 232 new homes, including 79 affordable homes 
which are managed by the Peabody Trust. 

At the eastern end of the Basin, exciting plans have been 
approved by Westminster City Council for a mixed use scheme 
called Merchant Square. The proposed scheme consists of six 
architecturally diverse buildings, a total of 1.8 million sq ft of 
office, residential and retail including over 550 residential units 
of which 30% are social housing. Merchant Square comprises 
the following six landmark buildings:

Building A (The Blade) designed by architects Perkins and Will, 
a 43-storey residential tower with 212 units. The Blade will be 
the tallest building within the City of Westminster.
Building B (Azure) designed by Perkins and Will, a 16-storey 
office building providing 166,000 sq ft of commercial space.
Building C (Topaz) designed by Perkins and Will, a 16-storey 
office building providing 193,500 sq ft of commercial space.
Building D (West End Reach) designed by architects Tryfon 
Kalyvides Partnership, a 16-storey residential building of 196 
units, including 44 affordable.
Building E (Carmine) designed by architects Michel Mossessian 
and Partners, a 15-storey commercial scheme comprising 
255,000 sq ft. Marks & Spencer are expanding at Paddington 
Basin, to occupy Carmine.
Building F (Waterweave) designed by architects Michel 
Mossessian and Partners, a 16-storey residential building 
providing 146 units, including 57 affordable, and a nursery.

Work has commenced on buildings D and E at  
Merchant Square. 

The Merchant Square master plan, developed by The 
Kalyvides Partnership is the final piece in the Paddington Basin 
redevelopment. Merchant Square will be set within a high 
quality public realm with a major new canalside square as its 
focal point as well as providing new shops and restaurants 
for nearby residents and the local community. A series of 
permanently moored business and retail barges will bring 
commercial activity to the waterspace. This will complement 
the extensive visitor mooring facilities along with hire and 
trip boat locations. Working in partnership with British 
Waterways London, European Land will help to ensure that the 
comprehensive waterspace strategy becomes a reality, making 
the Basin a key hub of the London waterways network.

Network Rail's award-winning improvements to Paddington 
Station were completed in 1999, comprising a £65 million 
facelift to the original 1850s Brunel structure. This scheme, 
designed by architects Nicholas Grimshaw, provided an entirely 
new customer information system and the refurbishment of  

The Lawn (concourse) area to provide an additional 50,000 sq ft 
of retail, bar and restaurant facilities.

Network Rail plans to refurbish Span 4 and the upper platforms 
of Paddington Station during 2009.

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North Westminster Community School (NWCS) site is located 
between the Westway and North Wharf Road. Following 
Westminster City Council’s Secondary School Review the 
Secretary of State for the Department for Education and Skills 
confirmed on 1 July 2004 that the City Council can dispose of 

the North Wharf Road site following the decision to create two 
new Academies at Harrow Road and Oakington Road in north 
Westminster. A planning brief for this site promotes a primarily 
residential scheme.

Trust, formed in October 2007. The Trust, the largest in

UK and aims to encourage closer links between services and 
research to improve care to patients. Services at St Mary's 
include specialist women's health, cardiology, children's 
services, infection and immunity and robotic surgery, delivered 
to local people as well as those from across the UK.

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The Royal Mail Group is set to close its sorting office facility 
on London Street in 2009, making the site available for 
development.

The landmark residential development at West End Quay by 
Rialto Homes and WestCity consists of three blocks totalling 
468 apartments and 29,000 sq ft of retail space, reaching 
completion at the end of 2003.

Designed by award-winning architects Broadway Malyan, 
the main reception lobby and communal areas reflect the 
style and quality of the finish to be found throughout the 
development.
